3. What else can be done to increase participation in the existing nutrition programs within the given policy and resource constraints? 

4. What type of information or data is NOT available that would be helpful in the campaign to end childhood hunger by 2015? 

5. How can FNS support your (or your organization’s, community’s, etc) efforts in ending childhood hunger by 2015?

6. If you personally had to make the final decision, and were given additional $500 million dollars per year for each of the next 5 years to eliminate childhood hunger in the U.S., how would you spend the money?

7. What should we be asking the public to do to end childhood hunger? 

8. What should we be asking corporations to do to end childhood hunger?

9. What should we be asking community and faith-based organizations to do to end childhood hunger? 

10. Are there any additional suggestions do you have for FNS to begin working on ending childhood hunger with other interested Federal agencies? 

11. Is there anything we have not discussed that you would like to see included in a Plan to End Childhood Hunger?
